Using the Web Browser Control - or - a web browser in one line!
1. find WebBrowser on the tool box

2. double click on it

3. (a window appears on the form
4.  add a text box across the top of the form (see picture below) and rename it URLBox
5. add a button, name it as getButton, and set its Text to Get
6  Double-click on the get button,  and insert the Navigate line shown below  (this is the one line you need to code!
Private Sub GetButton_Click etc

WebBrowser1.Navigate(tURLBox.Text)

End Sub

Now run it, and enter a web address, such as http://www.google.com
Job done!
Now add the following, like the picture below:
Private Sub BackButton_Click etc

WebBrowser1.GoBack

End Sub

Private Sub QuitButton_Click etc

End

End Sub

Private Sub WebBrowser1_DocumentComplete(ByVal pDisp As Object, _

                        ByVal URL As Object)

URLBox.Text = URL

End Sub

2. Add  http://   to the front of every url that the user enters, to make it easier to use  Hint - modify the call to Navigate.
3. add a multi-line text box down the right-hand side of the form.  Append to it every URL that the user enters. 
4. Instead of a text box, use a list box.   Every URL the user visits should be added to the list box..  Now add a button - Choose - such that when the user selects an item in the list then clicks Choose, the browser goes to that site.
