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Microsoft Word as a Web Editor – 2
Having created two linked web pages we will now add sound and animation to make them more interesting.
Sound Files
Sound files can be linked, just like linking to a page, or they can be 'embedded' in a page.  We'll start with a simple link, and then try embedding.
1. First we need a sound file to use.  You can download a short sound clip from http://www.thefreesite.com  I'm using a clip from the movie HAL called info.wav.
2. Create some text for the link, or use a picture if you want to, and convert it to a hyperlink to the selected sound file.  I have used text here...
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3. When you click on the hyperlink your sound file will play

4. To embed the sound in a page (so it plays immediately the page is opened, without having to click again) we need to insert some HTML in the code for this web page.

5. To view the code you need to click on HTML SOURCE in the VIEW menu...
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You should see something like this...
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Each line of code is preceded by a 'Tag', which is text inside a pair of brackets like this... <html>

If you want to know more about how to use these tags I recommend the 'Barebones Guide' at http://werbach.com/barebones/
We need to find the tag that declares the start of the 'body' of the web page, so you will need to scroll down the page until you find it.  It should look something like this...

<body lang=EN–GB link=blue vlink=purple style='tab–interval :36.opt'>
On the next line down you need to insert your code for the soundfile.  It will look something like this...

<bgsound src="Sounds/cropped.wav" loop=1 autoplay="true" volume=0>
where bgsound src tells the browser to look for a sound file that will be used as background sound

"Sounds/cropped.wav" tells the browser to look in a folder called Sounds for a file called cropped.wav
loop=1 means play it once only

autoplay="true" means play it automatically

volume=0 means play it at the highest volume setting

So all you need to do is substitute the location and the name of your sound file for the one in the example above.

When you link to the page with this sound file embedded it will automatically be played.
Animated Graphics

We have already inserted simple graphics on a web page in section 6.  Inserting an animated graphic is just as easy.  Once again, you may want to visit thefreesite.com to find an animated graphic you are able to use.

As before you simply insert the graphic onto your web page and save the changes, and then refresh the browser view to see the animation working (in your browser NOT in Word).

You may notice that Word has created a folder entitled Page2_files which contains your animated graphic.  When you move your web pages to their published location, whether on an Internet or intranet server, or to a CD, make sure ALL the files and folders are moved toghether so none of the links are broken.  If, when you view your web pages, an image or sound is missing, it is usually because the link has been broken between the page and the file.  Generally this is becasue a file or a folder has been 'left behind' when you moved your web pages.
Video Clips

Inserting a short video clip is just as easy, but you ned to bear in mind that the person viewing your web page will need a video viewer to watch the clip, so it's important to make sure they have the relevant viewer available.  This means letting them know which viewer is needed, by placing this information on your web page, and perhaps providing a link to a website that will allow them to download the viewer if it isn't the standard Windows Media Viewer.

Again you need to find a suitable short video clip you are able to use, perhaps from a free site, and copy it to your web folder, then create a link to it.  When the link is activated the clip will run in a media window.
